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Demographics

Type of Organization

Respondents are most likely to be employed by private (46%) or public (30%) companies. The
remainder work at non-profits, subsidiaries of foreign corporations, LLCs, and other
organizations. This distribution was similar to that noted in the 2007 study.
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Company Size

Over one-half of respondents indicate that their organization has 1,000 or less employees (54%)
and annual revenue under $500 million (56%). The average number of employees is
approximately 6,300 and the average revenue reported was approximately $2 billion. These
figures are similar to those reported in the 2007 study.
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Respondents report that their 2008 departmental budget ranged from $15,000 to $85 million,
with an average budget of $4.6 million and a median budget of $1.5 million. This decreased
from a range of $50,000 to 8750 million and an average of $7.8 million noted in 2007. On
average, 72% of the department’s budget goes to outside counsel.
