Finding & Getting Your Site Ready for Business — Site Development
Assistance

Site Selection Assistance: Using OhioSites.com and a network of local economic development
organizations, assistance is available to help identify industrial site and building opportunities for new
business investment projects. Information on available properties is maintained by a partnership
between state and local economic developers, and is available 24-7 online at www.OhioSites.com.

Roadwork Development (629) Account: Available for public roadway improvements, including
engineering, and design costs. This fund is available for projects primarily involving manufacturing,
R&D, high technology, corporate headquarters, and distribution activity. Projects must typically create
or retain jobs. Grants are usually provided to the local jurisdiction and require local participation.

Ohio Water Development Authority — Local Economic Development Fund: Low-interest financing
is available to communities for public water and sanitary sewer improvements. Loans are made directly
to local communities on favorable interest rates and terms.

Community Development Block Grant: Federal grant funds are available through the state to assist
with public road, water, and sanitary sewer improvements specifically benefiting economic
development projects. Job creation must be involved, and companies must commit to hiring at least 51
percent of employees from low- to moderate-income populations in the county where the project is
located.

Building Your Facility & Buying Your Equipment — Low-Interest Loans and
Grants

166 Direct Loan: Direct loan financing is available to help finance manufacturing and other eligible
facilities. Eligible uses for funding include new building construction, building acquisition, and
acquisition of machinery and equipment. Amounts of financing are usually set at

30 percent of the project cost to a maximum of $1 million, subject to an increase by the Director of
Development, with a minimum loan amount of $350,000. The rate is fixed (currently at 3 percent), with
terms similar to those of commercial bank financing. Eligible projects must involve significant job
creation or retention.
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Regional 166 Direct Loan: Provides loans for land and building acquisition, construction, expansion
or renovation, and equipment purchases for eligible businesses. Twelve local economic development
agencies administer the program. The Regional 166 Direct Loan program was created to promote
economic development, business expansion and job creation by providing financial assistance for
eligible projects in the State of Ohio. It provides low-interest loans up to $350,000 to businesses
willing to commit.

Alternative Fuel Transportation Grant Program: Improves air quality through grants to businesses,
nonprofit organizations, school systems, or local governments for the purchase and installation of
alternative fuel refueling, blending, or distribution facilities and terminals. Current incentives are
focused on retail fuel distributors and school systems.

Community Services Block Grants: Granted to non-profit Community Action Agencies. The
agencies coordinate and link public and private resources, and focus these resources on specific
poverty issues at the community level. Funds are expended for a broad range of services, which
include: Employment, education, income, management, housing, emergency services, nutrition,
linkages (information and referral counseling, outreach, senior services, and family development).

Industrial Site Improvement Fund: Assists geographically and/or economically disadvantaged
counties around Ohio in the expansion and modernization of buildings, remediation of environmentally
contaminated property, and completion of other infrastructure improvements at sites used primarily for
commercial or industrial activities

Innovation Ohio Loan Fund: Provides loans for acquisition, construction, and related costs of
technology, facilities and equipment purchase. The fund was created to assist existing Ohio
companies develop next-generation products and services within certain Targeted Industry Sectors.
The Innovation Ohio Loan Fund provides competitive financing terms on loans to finance projects that
will positively impact Ohio by creating high-value jobs, increasing tax revenues, and improving the
economic welfare of Ohio.

Ohio Advanced Energy Fund: Administered by the Ohio Energy Office, connects companies and
communities with financial and technical resources to deploy energy efficiency and renewable energy
technologies, and to support advanced energy economic development.

Ohio Enterprise Bond Fund: Revenue bond financing is available through this S&P AA- (double A-
minus) rated fund, whereby proceeds from the sale of bonds are loaned to companies for fixed rate,
long-term capital asset financing. Rates are fixed depending on the type of bond issued, while terms
are between 7 to 10 years for equipment and 15 to 20 years for real estate. Up to $10 million in
financing is available through this program.

Ohio Job Ready Sites Program: Created to bolster our state’s inventory of available facility locations
served by utility and transportation infrastructure. Sites improved under the program are ready for
future business prospects seeking locations for new or expanded operations. The State of Ohio will
sell $150 million in bonds during a seven-year period to fund the availability of Job Ready Sites
program grant awards. The grants may be used to offset costs traditionally incurred in industrial and
commercial site development, from acquisition of real property to utility upgrades to construction build-
out of speculative facilities.

Rapid Outreach Grant: Funds are for on- or off- site infrastructure improvements, including water,
sewer, road and rail improvements. These funds are given to companies primarily engaged in
manufacturing, R&D, high technology, corporate headquarters, and distribution. Given the demand for
limited grant funds, qualified projects must involve substantial job creation or retention, and all other
public and private sources of financing must be considered before the availability of Rapid Outreach
funding is determined.



Research & Development Investment Loan Fund: Direct loan financing of between $1 million and
$25 million is available for projects primarily engaging in research and development activity. Rates are
fixed (currently at 3 percent), with terms similar to those of commercial bank financing. Companies
receive a dollar-for-dollar, nonrefundable Ohio commercial activity tax credit for all principal and
interest payments during the year.

Rural Industrial Park Loan: Provides direct loans to rural, distressed local communities and
applicants committed to creating well-planned industrial parks. The Rural Industrial Park Loan
program was created to provide direct loans to local communities and applicants committed to creating
well-planned industrial parks.

State Energy Plan: Administered by the Ohio Energy Office, conducts special projects to promote
awareness, develop capacity, deploy projects, and provide technical assistance, training, and outreach
for renewable energy technologies, alternative fuels infrastructure, energy efficient buildings, fuel cells,
and industrial process efficiency.

Urban Redevelopment Loan: Provides low-interest loans to municipalities or designated nonprofit
economic development organizations to acquire real estate for assembly into developable parcels and
remediate any brownfield contamination site to entice private business investment in distressed urban
locations. The Urban Redevelopment Loan program was created to remove barriers to urban core
redevelopment thereby promoting economic development and business expansion through financial
assistance for eligible projects in Ohio.

Volume Cap: Allows eligible issuers the ability to issue tax exempt Private Activity Bonds up to a state
limit known as “Volume Cap,” determined annually on a per capita basis for projects consisting of
multi-family housing, single-family housing, exempt facilities, manufacturing, and student loan bonds.

Finding & Training Your Employees — Workforce Development Funding

Workforce Guarantee Program: The goal of this program is to provide 100 percent reimbursable
training grants to employers in targeted industry sectors that are creating at least 20 job positions with
qualified entry-level and incumbent workers. Projects will be funded up to $750,000 and the amount
per project will be determined on a threshold of training investment of $3,000 per participant. Targeted
industry sectors include Logistics, Information Technology, Advanced Manufacturing, Bioscience,
Advanced Energy, Agriculture/Agribusiness, and Healthcare.

Lower Your Ongoing Business Costs — State and Local Tax Incentives

Community Reinvestment Areas: Provides local real property tax incentives for residents and
businesses that invest in designated areas of Ohio. In order to apply, the municipality or county must
apply to the State Development Director for confirmation. Investors meeting the local criteria must
apply to the municipality or county for the real property tax exemption.

Enterprise Zones: Provides real and personal property tax incentives for businesses that expand or
relocate in Ohio. In order to apply, the municipality or county must apply to the State Development
Director for certification. To secure benefits, non-retail businesses must apply to the local community
for local property tax exemptions and the director of Development for state franchise or state income
tax incentives.

Job Creation Tax Credit (JCTC): A refundable tax credit to companies creating at least 25 new full-
time jobs (within 3 years) in Ohio. The credit may also be available for certain high-wage industries
creating 10 or more new full-time jobs within 3 years. The refundable tax credit is measured as a
percentage of the state income tax withholdings for all new employees hired under the program, and is
applied toward the company’s commercial activity tax liability. Should the amount of the credit exceed
the company’s CAT liability for any given year, the difference is refunded. Approved projects generally
range between a 25 and 55 percent credit for a period of 5 to 7 years. The business must apply for the
credit before committing to the project.



Job Retention Tax Credit (JRTC): The Job Retention Tax Credit is a non-refundable tax credit to
companies retaining at least 1,000 full-time jobs in Ohio. Companies must also commit to new fixed-
asset investment of either $100 million, if the average wages of the retained jobs exceeds 400 percent
of the federal minimum wage (equal to $20.60 per hour), or $200 million, if the average wages of the
retained jobs does not exceed 400 percent of the federal minimum wage. The credit is measured as a
percentage of the state income tax withholdings for all employees retained under the program.
Approved projects generally range up to 75 percent for 10 years. The business must apply for the
credit before committing to the project.

Research and Development Investment Tax Credit: The R&D Investment Tax Credit is a non-
refundable Ohio commercial activity tax credit for all investment in qualified research expenses
incurred in Ohio by eligible “C” corporations. Qualified research expenses are based on Section 41
definitions in the U.S. Internal Revenue Code and include expenses for both in-house and contract
research expenses. The amount of the credit is based on 7 percent of the amount of all qualified
investment in a specific year. The credit can be carried forward for up to seven years.

PROGRAM OPPORTUNITY

$14 Million in Recovery Act Wind and Solar Resources Mobilized in Ohio

Columbus — Lisa Patt-McDaniel, interim director of the Ohio Department of Development, and
Mark Shanahan, energy advisor to Governor Ted Strickland, today announced that the Ohio
Department of Development’s Ohio Energy Office is accepting applications for $14 million in
funding available through the Deploying Renewable Energy: Wind and Solar grant program.
This announcement marks the first set of renewable energy grants to be funded through the
American Reinvestment and Recovery Act (ARRA) in Ohio.

“Ohio has demonstrated a potential to realize significant job growth by deploying renewable
energy derived from wind and solar installations,” Patt-McDaniel said. “Combined with the

aggressive pursuit of energy efficiency through the Recovery Act, Ohio is well-positioned to
meet the goals set forth in Governor Ted Strickland’s Advanced Energy Portfolio Standard.”

The grant program is part of Ohio’s $96 million proposal for the State Energy Program that
was accepted on June 26, 2009 by the U.S. Department of Energy. This prompted the release
of Recovery Act funds to the state for direct funding of eligible energy projects.

“These grants are a great opportunity to meet the growing interest and use of wind and solar
energy across the state,” Shanahan said. “By investing in these new technologies, we will
create jobs in a growing industry and position Ohio for economic development and future
success.”

Deploying Renewable Energy: Wind and Solar, a $14 million program, seeks eligible
applicants including individuals, partnerships, companies, and entities that meet the minimum
size and other requirements listed in the request for proposal for the installation of qualified
solar electric, solar thermal and wind electric technologies. Projects that involve third-party
ownership and financing arrangements are also eligible to apply.

Awards will range between $250,000 and $1 million and will be selected through a competitive
process. All eligible projects must be located within the State of Ohio, include a match
investment of a minimum of 50 percent of total costs, demonstrate completion within 12
months, and provide direct economic impacts in Ohio.

Interested applicants must submit a one-page project proposal no later than 5:00 p.m. on
September, 21, 2009, at http://recovery.ohio.gov/opportunities/state/, If you have already
submitted a proposal at you will not be required to submit again. To submit forms on the
website, applicants should click “submit your proposal”, then choose the program category
“Energy and Environment” and the subprogram “State Energy Program”. Only projects that
have submitted initial proposals to http://www.recovery.ohio.gov/ will be considered for formal

proposals in response to this request.
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Applications are due to the Ohio Energy Office by 3 p.m. on Friday, September 25, 2009.

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act State Energy Program will accelerate the goals
of renewable energy development in Ohio, including job preservation or creation, increased
energy efficiency, and energy assistance to Ohioans impacted by current economic

conditions.

Barbash Announces American Recovery and Reinvestment Act
Home Weatherization Assistance Program Funding

COLUMBUS- Interim Director of the Ohio Department of Development Mark Barbash today announced that the state will receive approximately $266
million in additional funding for the Home Weatherization Assistance Program (HWAP) through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act
(ARRA).

The funds, administered by the U.S. Department of Energy, will be used to increase the energy efficiency of homes owned or occupied by low-income
Ohioans, reduce household energy expenditures and improve occupants’ health and safety.

Distribution of funds is expected to begin in June and continue over the next three years. Funding is contingent upon approval of the Home
Weatherization Assistance Program plan by the U.S. Department of Energy. A public hearing will provide an opportunity to comment on the plan and
has been scheduled on Wednesday, May 6, 10 a.m. - 1 p.m. at the Columbia Gas of Ohio Building Auditorium, 200 Civic Center Drive, Columbus.

“With the costs of energy bills increasing, we are ensuring that households who are in the most need receive weatherization assistance,” said
Barbash. “These additional Home Weatherization Assistance Program funds will create and preserve jobs, assist those most impacted by the
recession, and invest in environmental protection that provides long-term economic benefits.”

The Home Weatherization Assistance Program, administered by the Ohio Department of Development’s Community Development Division and its
Office of Community Services, is free for citizens whose annual household income is at or below 200 percent of the federal poverty guidelines. The
funds, which are expected to weatherize more than 32,000 homes, are being allocated based on an existing formula methodology to local community
action agencies and other public and non-profit entities that carry out the Home Weatherization Assistance Program.

Currently, the state receives approximately $51 million in Home Weatherization Assistance Program funding. Due to the significant increase in funds
through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, specific requirements will be necessary to ensure that the funds are used effectively, timely
and with maximum accountability and transparency.

To accommodate the increase in the size of the Home Weatherization Assistance Program during the stimulus period, HWAP providers will add crew
members, managers and inspectors and increase the number of contractors. Individuals and contractors that possess weatherization program
experience or a skill set consistent with weatherization practices are best positioned to take advantage of anticipated weatherization work
opportunities. Office of Community Services staff and Ohio’s Weatherization Training Center located at the Corporation for Appalachian Development
in Athens provides training and technical assistance for the program. Training includes classroom instruction and demonstration of optimal
weatherization methods.

In addition to the Ohio Weatherization Training Center, four regional training locations have been added to make training more accessible, reduce
costs and reduce trainee time away from work. The regional training hubs are located at Wood Seneca Ottawa Sandusky (WSOS) Community Action
Agency (Green Springs), Community Action Partnership of the Greater Dayton Area (Dayton) and LEADS Community Action Agency (Newark).
Trainings are also held in the Cleveland area at various locations. For more information on weatherization training contact the Center at 740.594.8499
or visit www.coadinc.org.

Potential contractors and individuals interested in working in the weatherization field may apply with their local weatherization provider to join an in-
house weatherization crew. For a list of weatherization providers, visit www.development.ohio.gov. Contractors will need previous experience in
building construction and must be able to understand and perform blower door testing and worst case depressurization draft testing. Ohioans who
would like to apply to have their home weatherized should also contact their local weatherization provider. HWAP grantees are required to post job
opportunities through the program with local One-Stops and online at www.ohiomeansjobs.com.

Grantees will be required to report their productivity in relation to established production goals on a monthly basis. Office of Community Services
weatherization experts monitor work quality and provide technical assistance when needed. If production levels or work quality requirements are not
being met, the Office of Community Services may undertake contingency measures including diverting funds to alternative service providers. In
addition, HWAP grantees must provide the Office of Community Services with an implementation plan for training and hiring a diverse work force that
is representative of the population being served.

Program Utilizes $96 Million in American Recovery and Reinvestment Act Funds to Stimulate
Advanced and Renewable Energy Applications in Ohio

Columbus — Lisa Patt-McDaniel, Interim Director of the Ohio Department of Development,

and Mark Shanahan, energy adviser to Governor Ted Strickland, today announced that the
State of Ohio filed its proposal for use of $96 million in State Energy Program funds, which
have been allocated to Ohio by the U.S. Department of Energy through the American
Recovery and Reinvestment Act. The proposal outlines objectives and goals for how the
ARRA funds will be utilized to create jobs in Ohio and reduce consumption and reliance on
imported energy. The proposal is subject to review and approval by the Department of
Energy.

“The development of renewable energy and alternative fuel strategies in Ohio is critical to
positioning our state for sustainable, long-term, and efficient growth,” Patt-McDaniel said.
“Through Governor Strickland’s leadership, Ohio’s Advanced Energy Standard is one of the
most aggressive in the country, positioning Ohio to utilize American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act resources to deploy the technologies that will help Ohio families save on
energy while accelerating market-driven job creation in our state.”

Recovery and Reinvestment Act funding and support investments in energy programs which
will retain and create jobs. The program is a collaboration between the Ohio Air Quality
Development Authority and the Ohio Department of Development to develop renewable
energy and alternative fuel projects, upgrade the energy efficiency of public and private
facilities and promote innovative state efforts to help families save money on energy.

“Ohio will be able to reach our energy efficiency goals because of President Obama and
Ohio’s Congressional members who worked to pass the important federal stimulus bill. They
recognized the critical importance of investing in renewable and advanced energy projects for
the future success of our state and national economies,” said Shanahan.

The Ohio Department of Development will provide information on each of the program
initiatives to companies, non-profits, communities and other entities which submitted proposals
through Recovery.Ohio.gov. This process will include applications for each of the specific
initiatives in order to determine eligibility and viability of the proposal to be supported with this
critical funding.

The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds appropriated to the State Energy
Program will enable Ohio to accelerate the goals of the act that concern renewable energy
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development, preserve or create jobs, increase energy efficiency and assist Ohioans impacted
by current economic conditions.

A summary of the initiatives in Ohio’s State Energy Program proposal is as follows:

Developing Renewable Energy in Ohio — $35 million toward increasing renewable energy
projects that will propel Ohio forward in the solar, wind and biomass waste industries, and
deploying related technologies in combination with fuel cells and energy storage for electricity,
heat, biofuel and bioproducts.

Making Efficiency Work — $8 million will fund grants to conduct commercial and residential
building retrofits in existing and new construction to attain greater energy efficiency.

Targeting Industry Efficiency — $15 million will fund grants to the manufacturing companies
seeking to improve the sustainability of Ohio industry and build expertise and awareness in
industrial carbon management projects.

Banking on New Energy Financing — $30 million will transform the energy finance landscape in
Ohio by creating an Energy Alliance and bringing more significant funding to energy efficiency
and renewable energy projects.

Setting the Stage for Ohio’s Carbon Management Strategy — $500,000 will be deployed to
identify industries and businesses seeking to lessen their carbon footprint, assess the
economic impacts, and develop scenarios to provide policy guidance for future energy efficient
economic development.

The remaining funds will be used to ensure appropriate oversight, reporting, administration
and implementation over the three-year grant period.

Low-Income Ohioans to Benefit from Federal Stimulus Funds

Columbus - Governor Ted Strickland and Lisa Patt-McDaniel, Interim Director of the Ohio Department of Development, today announced that Ohio’s
Continuums of Care and county boards of commissioners will partner with the Department in awarding more than $24.5 million of Homelessness
Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program (HPRP) funds. In addition, a total of $1 million will be awarded to five non-profit organizations for the
Family Homelessness Prevention Pilot Program which provides services to prevent the loss of housing.

The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) awarded the Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing funds to the Ohio
Department of Development as a result of the enactment of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009. The funds must be used to
provide financial assistance and services to help prevent individuals and families from becoming homeless or assist those experiencing
homelessness to be re-housed and stabilized. The Continuum of Care is a planning process supported by service providers that help communities
plan for and provide a full range of services to address the various needs of the homeless, including homelessness prevention, emergency shelter,
transitional housing and permanent supportive housing.

“We are focusing our efforts to combat homelessness during these tough economic times,” said Strickland. “The resources provided through the
Recovery Act will enable us to better assist Ohio families and individuals with the help and housing they need. We are grateful that President Obama
and Ohio’s Congressional delegation recognize the importance of investing in homelessness prevention.”

Distribution of the funds is contingent upon approval of Ohio’s Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program plan by HUD, but is
expected to begin in September. All funds must be expended during the three-year grant period.

“The Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program is designed to transform local homelessness prevention and supportive services
delivery methods,” said Patt-McDaniel. “The program is also a unique opportunity for the state to work collaboratively with Ohio’s Continuums of Care
and counties to help Ohio’s neediest residents.”

Administered by the Ohio Department of Development's Community Development Division, $24.5 million of the Homelessness Prevention and Rapid
Re-Housing Program funds were allocated to 49 service areas through a formula based on poverty and unemployment rates, with the areas of
greatest need receiving funding. The Ohio Continuums of Care will collaborate with the county boards of commissioners to select and certify the
appropriate Ohio Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program award recipients.

Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program funds also will be awarded to continue the Family Homelessness Prevention Pilot
Program for one year. The program identifies families most at risk for homelessness in Fayette, Pickaway, Franklin, Hamilton, Lucas and
Montgomery Counties.

IN COMMUNITY SERVICES BLOCK GRANT AWARDS

Low-Income Ohioans to Benefit from Federal Stimulus Funds

COLUMBUS - Governor Ted Strickland and Lisa Patt-McDaniel, Interim Director of the Ohio Department of Development, today announced that the
state will receive $38.9 million in additional funding for the Community Services Block Grant Program through the American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act of 2009.

The funds, administered by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, will be allocated to local community action agencies to provide
services and activities addressing employment, emergency services, and a variety of activities to combat poverty. Distribution of funds is expected to
begin in June and continue over the next two years. Funding is contingent upon approval of the state’s Community Services Block Grant Program
plan by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services.

“The services provided through this program will help strengthen Ohio’s communities and families,” said Strickland. “President Obama’s decision to
invest these funds in Ohio’s Community Services Block Grant Program will help more Ohioans get back on their feet during these tough economic
times.”

The Community Services Block Grant Program funds, administered by the Ohio Department of Development's Community Development Division and
its Office of Community Services, may be used to assist families and individuals whose annual household income is at or below 200 percent of the
federal poverty guidelines. Funding is being allocated based on an existing formula methodology to local community action agencies.

“We are encouraging the community action agencies to focus the use of these Community Services Block Grant funds to support employment-related
services and activities that create and sustain economic growth,” said Patt-McDaniel. “The funds will also be critical in helping reduce poverty,
revitalizing low-income communities, and empowering low-income families and individuals to be self-sufficient.”

Currently, the state receives approximately $27 million per fiscal year in Community Services Block Grant Program funding. Due to the significant
increase in funds through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act, specific requirements will be necessary to ensure that the funds are used
effectively, timely, and with maximum accountability and transparency.

The community action agencies will be required to coordinate all employment-related services with the local One-Stop Career Centers, which offer
free resources for job seekers. In addition, community action agencies are encouraged to link with the Ohio Benefit Bank, a service of the Governor’'s
Office of Faith Based and Community Initiatives. The Ohio Benefit Bank helps connect low and moderate-income families with services that can help
them gain financial stability and security. Office of Community Services staff will monitor and review Community Services Block Grant expenditures
on a quarterly basis.

Zone Facility Bonds. Recovery Zone Economic Development Bonds are a type of taxable
Build America Bond that allow state and local governments to obtain lower borrowing costs
through a new direct federal payment subsidy, for 45 percent of the interest, to finance a broad
range of qualified economic development projects, such as job training and educational
programs. Recovery Zone Facility Bonds are a type of traditional tax-exempt private activity
bond that may be used by private businesses in designated recovery zones to finance a broad
range of depreciable capital projects. The Recovery Zone Economic Development and Facility
bonds are allocated based on unemployment levels in municipalities and counties compared to
national levels during 2008.

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preservation or creation, and increasing energy efficiency and assistance to Ohioans impacted

by current economic conditions.

Below is a summary of the initiatives in Ohio’s State Energy Program:

Developing Renewable Energy in Ohio — $35 million toward increasing renewable energy
projects that will propel Ohio forward in the solar, wind and biomass waste industries, and
deploying related technologies in combination with fuel cells and energy storage for electricity,
heat, biofuel, and bioproducts.

Making Efficiency Work - $8 million will fund grants to conduct commercial and residential
building retrofits in existing and new construction to attain greater energy efficiency.

Targeting Industry Efficiency - $15 million will fund grants to manufacturing companies seeking

to improve the sustainability of Ohio industry and build expertise and awareness in industrial
carbon management projects.

Banking on New Energy Financing - $30 million will transform the energy finance landscape in
Ohio by creating an Energy Alliance and bringing more significant funding to energy efficiency
and renewable energy projects.

Setting the Stage for Ohio’s Carbon Management Strategy - $500,000 will be deployed to
identify industries and businesses seeking to lessen their carbon footprint, assess the

economic impacts, and develop scenarios to provide policy guidance for future energy efficient

economic development.

The remaining funds are to be used to ensure appropriate oversight, reporting, administration
and implementation over the three-year grant period.

EFFICIENCY AND CONSERVATION BLOCK GRANT PLAN

Recovery Act Funding to Reduce Emissions and Increase Efficiency

Columbus — Lisa Patt-McDaniel, Interim Director of the Ohio Department of Development, and
Mark Shanahan, Energy Advisor to Governor Ted Strickland, today announced how Ohio will
use $24.9 million in Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant funding. The funds were
allocated to Ohio through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act on condition of
proposal review and approval by the U.S. Department of Energy which is expected by October
23.

“Improvements in energy efficiency to public buildings in Ohio will create job opportunities in
our state while encouraging signature projects that implement cost-effective and clean ways to
meet energy demand,” Patt-McDaniel said. “These investments will serve the dual purpose of
stimulating Ohio’s economy and raising awareness statewide of the many viable energy
technologies that can improve efficiency and put renewable energy resources to work for
predictable energy costs.”

Ohio is eligible for a total allocation of $84 million in Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block
Grant funds. The U.S. Department of Energy has divided the program into two allocations. The
first is a $59 million allocation directly from the Department of Energy to Ohio’s 10 largest
counties and 33 largest cities. County and city governments interested in seeking this funding
were required to file an energy strategy proposal with the federal government by June 25,
2009.

The second is a nearly $25 million allocation to be split three ways: $15 million will be
competitively sub-granted to the 78 counties and 114 cities not eligible to receive direct
funding from the Department of Energy; $8.2 million will be administered by the Ohio Energy
Office at the Ohio Department of Development; and $1.8 million will be used for technical
assistance, outreach, grant administration, and reporting. Upon U.S. Department of Energy
plan approval, the state Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant funding will be made
available to these eligible applicants for eligible activities through competitive solicitations.

“The gains realized by greater conservation and more efficient energy use will benefit Ohio’s
economy for years to come,” Shanahan said. “Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant
funding will provide Ohio with substantial, sustainable, and measurable energy savings.”

Ohio’s proposal for the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant was submitted to
secure American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funding and support investments in
programs and projects at local, state, and higher education facilities to lower energy bills,
reduce emissions, and create jobs. The program is a collaboration between the Ohio Air
Quality Development Authority and the Ohio Department of Development.
